Student Learning Outcomes

The Anthropology department offers three tracks for Masters Degree students. The
applied anthropology track allows students to learn about the discipline of
anthropology and then use their knowledge in practical projects in non-profit or
governmental contexts. The research track allows students to develop a research
project in one of the four fields of anthropology (linguistics, socio-cultural, physical
anthropology, and archeology) culminating in a University Thesis. The third track
educates students broadly in all four fields, with an emphasis on two of the fields,
culminating in comprehensive exams.
